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RAG workaround: The full schema and CODEX get loaded into every 
session so that the LLM always has complete context from the start.

Resources are flexible by design: they 
can live inside a project, belong to an area, or 
sit in their own dedicated space. Wherever 
they're most useful is where they belong.

Completed or mothballed projects 
are flagged for archiving during linting 

operations. This keeps the system 
healthy and reduces AI compute.

Remember

The schema is a living map of 
your brain's architecture. It 
defines the folder structure, 
page types, naming rules and 
logic that holds it all together.
